Woe to those who die in mortal sin.
Blessed are those whom death will find in Your most holy will,
for the second death shall do them no harm.
Praise and bless my Lord and give Him thanks
and serve Him with great humility.
Vs-12-14 FAED Vol. 1, The Saint

St. Francis dictated these last verses to the Canticle of the
Creatures shortly before his own passing into new life. From the
beginning of his conversion, he saw the handprint of God and His
all goodness in every aspect of creation and referred to each
“creature" as sister and brother, even death. His soul was a
constant turning of desire to conform and surrender his will to
the will of God. Death, for St. Francis was the consummation of
his soul's desire. Thomas of Celano tells us that St. Francis
joyfully invited death to make lodging in him with the greeting
"Welcome, my Sister Death!"

As we Celebrate this 800" Centenary of the Easter of St. Francis,
consider making a pilgrimage offering to our beautiful church
with intentional assent to offer a pilgrim hour of “pious
meditation and prayers to God so that, following the example of
Saint Francis, sentiments of Christian charity towards neighbor
and authentic wishes for harmony and peace among peoples may
spring up. Conclude with the Our Father, the Creed and
invocations to the Blessed Virgin Mary, St Francis of Assisi, St
Clare and all the saints of the Franciscan Family." The conditions
for the plenary indulgence are: sacramental confession,
Eucharistic communion and prayer for the intentions of the Holy
Father.
