Canticle of the Creatures
by St. Francis of Assisi

Praised be You, my Lord, through those
who give pardon for Your love,
and bear infirmity and tribulation.
Blessed are those who endure in peace
for by You, Most High, shall they be crowned.
Vs-10-11 FAED Vol. 1, p. 114

Verses 10 and 11 of the Canticle of the Creatures introduces
humanity into the praise of God. However, such praise is only
achieved through identifying with the suffering servant of God,
Jesus, who endured weakness and tribulation in peace. In this
way, reconciliation is achieved in light of the Paschal Mystery.
FAED Vol I p114 Footnote 2.

In the Assisi Compilation, an Early Franciscan document, there is
a tender story about the composition of theses verses. St.
Francis was very ill and bedridden when the brothers informed
him of a fierce dispute between the bishop of Assisi and the
podesta (mayor). Deeply saddened by the hate brewing between
these two beloved friends, St. Francis admonished the brothers
for not "intervening for peace and harmony between them." He
then dictated verses 10-11 and sent two of his companions to
"Go and sing the Canticle of Brother Sun before the bishop and
the podesta and all those with them." The canticle was sung to
the end of this verse and in tears the podesta and bishop asked
forgiveness and forgave one another. "And so, with great
kindness and love, they embraced." FAED Vol II The Founder
pp.187-188.

Los versiculos 10y 11 del Cantico de las criaturas introducen a la
humanidad en la alabanza a Dios. Sin embargo, dicha alabanza solo se
alcanza mediante la identificacion con el Siervo sufriente de Dios —
Jesus—, quien soportd la debilidad y la tribulacion en paz. De este
modo, se logra la reconciliacion a la luz del Misterio Pascual. FAED Vol.
I, p. 114, nota al pie 2.

En la *Compilacion de Asis*, un documento franciscano temprano, se
relata una tierna historia acerca de la composicion de estos versos. San
Francisco se encontraba gravemente enfermo y postrado en cama
cuando los hermanos le informaron de una feroz disputa entre el obispo
de Asis y el *podesta* (alcalde). Profundamente apenado por el odio
que se gestaba entre estos dos queridos amigos, San Francisco
reprendio a los hermanos por no haber «intervenido en favor de la paz y
la armonia entre ellos». Acto seguido, dicto los versos 10y 11, y envid a
dos de sus comparieros con el encargo: «Id y cantad el *Cantico del
Hermano Sol* ante el obispo, el *podesta* y todos los que se hallen con
ellos». El cantico fue entonado hasta llegar a este verso; entonces,
entre lagrimas, el *podesta* y el obispo pidieron perdony se
perdonaron mutuamente. «Y asi, con gran bondad y amor, se
abrazaron». FAED Vol. II, *El Fundador*, pp. 187-188.

	Praised be You, my Lord, through those who give pardon for Your love,  and bear infirmity and tribulation. Blessed are those who endure in peace for by You, Most High, shall they be crowned.                                 Vs-10-11 FAED Vol. 1, p. 114
	Verses 10 and 11 of the Canticle of the Creatures introduces humanity into the praise of God. However, such praise is only achieved through identifying with the suffering servant of God, Jesus, who endured weakness and tribulation in peace. In this way, reconciliation is achieved in light of the Paschal Mystery.   FAED Vol I p114 Footnote 2.
	In the Assisi Compilation, an Early Franciscan document, there is a tender story about the composition of theses verses. St. Francis was very ill and bedridden when the brothers informed him of a fierce dispute between the bishop of Assisi and the podesta (mayor). Deeply saddened by the hate brewing between these two beloved friends, St. Francis admonished the brothers for not "intervening for peace and harmony between them." He then dictated verses 10-11 and sent two of his companions to "Go and sing the Canticle of Brother Sun before the bishop and the podesta and all those with them." The canticle was sung to the end of this verse and in tears the podesta and bishop asked forgiveness and forgave one another. "And so, with great kindness and love, they embraced." FAED Vol II The Founder pp.187-188.
